LABEL EVERYTHING! Use stickers, permanent marker, stamps, sew-on labels, iron-on labels, etc. 
*Note those campers participating in Mini Camp or the one-week program should cut list in Half.

 8-10 Towels  4-6 Face towels (optional)

 10-14 Shirts (1-2 Long Sleeve)  1 Raincoat
